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It can be a rewarding experience for an assistant language teacher to work as a team

member of a Japanese group.

works.

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Some Japanese teachers of the English language teach grammar apart from
communication. As a result, those students who have learned English in such a way often
have difficulty in communicating with others in a real situation in English. This happens
when students are not given a certain situation where they can link the target situation to
their grammatical knowledge. To avoid this, I, as an English teacher, would like to make
my lessons situation-oriented, where students have to use their grammatical knowledge to
cope with a certain situation by communicating with others in English. An example lesson
would require students to discuss their weekend plans with classmates to confirm who is
available to come and help with the school festival preparations. For this lesson, students
need to learn how to use grammar points like “be going to (verb)” and “will (verb)” .
It is important for students to place more importance on what they want to say than on the
grammar points they have to learn in this lesson. Moreover, they will learn how and when
they need to use grammar when a target situation happens. This means that students will

learn the appropriate grammar usage to use in real situations they are faced with.
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
